                                             Zoom Meeting Minutes    
                                       Thursday, March 4, 2021 


In accordance with Chapter 53 of the Acts of 2020, this meeting was held through remote conference technology only.  

Members in attendance:  Christopher Scott, Susan Catling, Julia Tarka, Cari Williamson, Ken Magnuson & Peter Rosbeck.  Absent: Carole Berger.  Host: Julia Tarka. Admin: Bricque Garber

4:00 – Public Hearing Cont. 102 Pease’s Pt. Way N. (20B-72.3) Susan & Michael Grenert.  Dudley Cannada/agent.  Applicant proposes to build a new 4 bedroom house with pool & pool house. Mr. Grenert discussed the changes proposed to the plans submitted including a change of the color scheme to white stained cedar shingles with a red cedar roof and white trim.  The fence in the rear will be a board fence with lattice top, left to weather and the cupola shows a reduction in height to 52”.  A photo of a home with a  similar color scheme, was shown.  The members expressed a positive view toward the changes from the originally proposed color scheme.  Mr. Scott opened the meeting to the public:  Mr. Angovan questioned the cedar colors of red vs. white cedar and it was explained that red cedar (roof) will naturally weather to a brownish gray while the white cedar siding will weather to a light gray. Mr. Kaplan asked about the rear 6’ fence color preferring a dark green to natural. Mr. Grenert said he does not object to dark green for the 6’ fence.  Motion to approve with the color, fence & cupola changes as outlined, including: Red cedar roof, white cedar wall shingles, white trim, cupola at 52” tall, dark green for the 6’ fence; Ken Magnuson. 2nd Peter Rosbeck. Approved.  Mr. Cannada will provide an updated plan outlining the changes, as approved.   

4:20 – 99+101 N. Water (20D-279 & 280) North Water St. Properties LLC. Paul Pertile/agent.  Applicant proposes to replace existing deck with new IPE decking at #99 & #100.  At, #100, replace existing Pella windows with new Pella Windows, (Koma trim boards) and replace existing deck (Koma balusters and Mahogany rail w/IPE deck boards).  Mr. Pertile discussed the repairs planned for the property including the decking, windows, balusters and railings.  There were several photographs of the existing deck and it was noted that the primary visibility is from the harbor. There will be no changes in appearance as this work is mostly repairs. Motion to approve, Chris Scott.  2nd Cari Williamson.  Approved

4:30 -  7 North Water Street (20D-315) Big Dipper Properties LLC.  Jim Shane/agent.  Applicant proposes to add a second door from sidewalk into retail space to improve traffic  flow and enable social distancing between patrons.
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Mr. Shane provided photos of the exterior of the building including one photo-shopped to show the current window as a door, as proposed.  The door will swing in and allow for a traffic flow with greater distance between patrons.  There was discussion about the door being flush with the sidewalk rather than inset.  The streetscape was shown on the screen from Google Earth.  Most of the Main St. doorways appear to have a ‘step-in’ from the sidewalk.  Peter Rosbeck noted that while not necessarily a bad thing, this door is a departure from what is usually seen on Main St.  Julia agreed with Peter and noted that many businesses are making temporary adjustments to traffic flow, due to COVID, but as this change is to be permanent, she is concerned as to the lack of set-back for the new door. Ken Magnuson does not see a problem with the door as presented and Cari, Susan and Chris noted no strong opinion.  Motion to approve, Ken Magnuson. 2nd Susan Catling.  Voting approval: Ken, Chris, Cari & Susan.  Voting nay: Peter & Julia.  The motion was approved.   

4:40 - 73 Davis (20D-46) Plan Preview. Public Hearing scheduled for 3.18.21. 
Michael Kojaian.  Gerret Conover & Sasha Robinson-White/agents. Applicant proposes construction of a new 4 bedroom home, 3 car garage w/bedroom, pool &  pool cabana. The plan review was discussed by Sasha Robinson-White and Gerry Conover and the details of the site and the house were discussed.  Specifically the siding whether clapboard or shingles and stained shingles vs. natural.  The inclination of the application is to have white stained shingles on the front façade and natural everywhere else including the pool house.  There was discussion regarding dormers, lanterns and a sky light.  Mr. Ahearn joined the discussion.  The applicant will provide an updated set of plans which will show some changes from the set viewed at this hearing.  The full Public Hearing will take place on 3.18.18.
