9 Suttons Way (AP 36-16.1) DWP #89/22 began at 2:16pm
[bookmark: _GoBack]Participants: Gretchen, Chris, Connor, Candy, Emily. Outside participants were Cody Coutinho (VLSE presenting for applicant), Jim Buckham, Bev Farren.

This property is proposing a 17% increase of flow supported by a MicroFAST treatment system to serve a 6-bedroom main house and 1-bedroom guest house. 9 Suttons Way will be tying in to town water. 
The Board raised a question regarding the floor plan and whether or not the second floor of the garage would be used as an apartment/guest house. Cody decided the owners would need to remove the kitchen above the garage and remove the doors shown in the study on the first floor main house. 
The Board was concerned that the space above the garage would be used as a separate apartment and therefore have decided to wait and make a decision until the current plans are revised. This property has a full foundation with no plans on finishing the space.
Hearing continued.

2:45 PM 90 Seventeenth St North (AP 12A-31) DWP #53/23 began at 2:49 pm
Gretchen, Chris, Connor, Candy, Emily present. Outside participants were Ted/Carol, Doug Cooper (Engineer on behalf of applicant). 
This property is asking to install a two-bedroom Micro fast system with a leaching field 6 feet closer to an existing abutter’s leaching field. There is little flexibility on the applicant’s lot with flood hazards and wetlands on one side of the property. Doug Cooper confirmed there are no plans in the works to expand the dwelling, only transfer of sale. The Board questioned why the plan reflected a  three-bedroom system capacity and why it was necessary. It was confirmed that Title V regulations requires it. The property would abandon the current onsite well and connect to town water.
Chris made a motion to approve the variance with the condition that there are no new deed restricted spaces.
